2. The District Level Committee headed by District Magistarte, in consultation with State
Government may exercise the power for minor modifications such as'menu as per the local needs,
rationalization of kitchen devices procurement based on exact enrolment in schools, design
flexibility in construction of kitchen-cum-store, health check-up of cook-cum-helpers etc. These
activities are only illustrative in nature and not exhaustive.

3. The State will ensure that any such modifications should remain within the prescribed
norms for different components.
